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There are everyday actions that can help prevent the
spread of germs that cause respiratory illness like HIN1
flu. People should use this time to understand proper hy-
giene habits to stay healthy:

Wash your hands often with soap and water, espe-
cially after you cough or sneeze. If soap and water
are not near by, use an alcohol-based hand cleaner.

Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you
cough or sneeze. If a tissue is not available, use the
inside of your elbow to cover your cough or sneeze,
not your hands.

Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs
spread this way.

Try to avoid close contact with sick people. Try to stay
6 feet away from people who are coughing or sneez-
ing.

If you are sick, you should stay home until your fever
is gone for at least 24 hours.

Utilize this time to prepare yourself and your family by cre-
ating a family emergency plan and stockpiling emergency
supplies.
- Be prepared in case you get sick and need to stay
home for a week or so; a supply of over-the-counter
medicines, alcohol-based hand rubs, tissues and other
related items could be useful and help avoid the need
to make trips out in public while you are sick and con-
tagious.
If you are a parent, make plans for emergency child
care in case your child is ill and unable to attend
school.
Have a week’s worth of water, food, prescriptions, pet
food and safety supplies.
Make sure you have essential communication supplies
on hand, such as battery powered radios, flashlights
and extra batteries. A complete checklist is available

The Centers for Disease Control and
Prevention identified several priority
groups that are recommended to re-
ceive the H1N1 vaccination:
Pregnant women
People who live with or care for
children younger than 6 months
of age
Health care and emergency ser-
vices personnel
Persons between the ages of 6
months through 24 years of age
People ages 25 through 64 years
with chronic health disorders or
weakened immune systems

Symptoms of H1N1 flu are similar to the
symptoms of seasonal flu:

Fever

Cough

Headache and body aches
Runny nose

Sore throat

Sometimes also nausea, vomiting
or diarrhea.

People experiencing such symptoms
should stay home until at least 24
hours after they are free of fever and
avoid contact with other people. You
may want to contact your health care
provider to determine if treatment is
needed.
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In 1995, the Western Joint
Ambulance District, also
known as the West JAD
Medics, was formed by the
communities of Crosby, Har-
rison and Whitewater Town-
ships, the Village of Cleves
and the City of Harrison. Its
purpose was to work in con-
junction with the area Fire
Department Life Squads to
provide advanced life sup-
port, paramedic (medic) care,
to the residents and visitors
of the communities. The
geographic square miles of
the District was 73, with a
population of 33, 243. The
District contained rivers, rail-
roads, interstate highways,
country roads, industrial
complexes, forests, and resi-
dential areas that cover a
wide socio-economic spec-
trum.

West JAD has a distinctive
response system to address
the needs of a large geo-

graphic area with a low popu-

medical equipment for the
patient’s care.

All calls are addressed by
two medics and the area
squad. Some situations re-
quire that all of the respond-
ing staff transport into the
hospital with a patient, while
other calls may be well man-
aged by only one medic and
the EMT, and yet others may
not need a medic at all, but
are well managed by the
EMT alone.

Knowing that the responding
units may be coming from
different areas, occasionally
one of the medics may arrive
prior to the other responders
and need to manage a pa-
tient’s emergency by himself
until others arrive. For that
reason, West JAD has at-
tempted to bring the most
seasoned, educated and
skilled staff to the area as
possible. Currently there are
42 paramedics with an aver-
age of 22 years of EMS ex-

Matthew Birkle, who is also
affiliated with the new Ross
Medical Center. Daily opera-
tions are guided by Chief
Nadine Swift and Jim Corbin,
who are the only full time
employees in the District.
Funding comes from two
district-wide tax levies which
are separate from any of the
Fire Departments’ funds,
assuring that the residents
will not lose any benefits
from any of their other public
services.

On January 1, 2009 the City
of Harrison, originally in the
District, implemented an in-
ternal paramedic/firefighter

system for their community.
