Burn piles should consist of clean, 
natural yard waste only.  No gar-
bage, plastic, rubber, etc. 

Burn piles shall not be less than 
50’ from any structure.  Burning 
conducted in an approved con-
tainer or fire ring shall be not less 
than 25’ from any structure. 

Open burns shall be constantly 
attended until extinguished, and an 
approved means of extinguishment 
shall be available (garden hose, 
fire extinguisher, etc.) 

Open burning is prohibited when 
atmospheric conditions make 
such fires hazardous (i.e. high 
winds, drought conditions) 

The fire department is authorized 
to order the extinguishment of an 
open burn that creates or adds to 
a hazardous or objectionable 
situation. For a complete list of 
open burning regulations, go to 
our website or call the fire de-
partment.

OPEN BURNING  

Crosby Township does allow 
residents to burn small amounts 
of residential yard waste.  All 
regulations set forth by the State 
of Ohio, Ohio EPA, and the 
Crosby Township Fire Depart-
ment must be adhered to. 

A burn permit must be obtained 
prior to burning.  Permits are 
free of charge and can be ob-
tained by calling the fire depart-
