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In March of 2010, census forms will be delivered to every 
residence in the United States and Puerto Rico. When you 
receive yours, just answer the 10 short questions and then 
mail the form back in the postage-paid envelope provided. If 
you don't mail the form back, you may receive a visit from a 
census taker, who will ask you the questions from the form. 

Any personal data you provide is protected under 
federal law. 
 
Local governments use census data to determine what assistance is needed and 
where. If residents in our community go uncounted, it will directly affect the 
amount of federal tax dollars that our community will receive.

Over 93% of homes in the U.S. now have at least one smoke 
alarm.  As the number of smoke alarms in the home increased 
over the years, the residential fire death rate has dropped nearly 
50%.  This success story is tempered by the fact that the number 
of inoperable smoke alarms is growing.  Experts warn that the 
trend to fewer fire deaths will reverse if we do not solve the 

problem of inoperable smoke 
alarms.  They estimate that one in 
three homes have inoperable smoke 
alarms. 
 
The two most common reasons for 
in-operable smoke alarms: 

Disabling them to prevent nuisance alarms, and; 
Neglecting to replace units that are past their 10-year service
